 The parents marriage was in 1862 with

 the bride's name being recorded as

 Rebecca WALKER in the GRO, but as her

 full baptismal name in the church record (IGI).

 Both parents were born in Sprowston.

 Agnes's parents were James CHAPMAN, innkeeper

 at the Blue Boar Inn, Wroxham Road, Sprowston,

 who was born in Blofield, Norfolk, and his wife

 Martha [SECKER], born in Northrepps, Norfolk,

 who were married in 1866.

 Arthur's parents were Jonathan William DAWSON, a butcher born

 in Norwich, and his wife Hannah Scatley HINDE, born in Whittlesea,

 Cambridgeshire, who were married in 1871.

 They emigrated to Manitoba, Canada, where several of the children

 were born. Arthur intially had difficulty in getting employment

 as a butcher in Canada because he was an "Englishman" but did

 eventually do so. Ernie was wounded in action in World War I and

 was at first reported dead, but he was found alive in the trenches

 and returned to Canada with a glass eye following his injuries.
