 Baptised on 11 Aug 1833, Levy LORD son of Henry & Mary (Woodton registers).

 Married twice as Levi LORD (GRO 1855 and GRO 1884).

 Maria's parents were Charles FLOWERS,

 agricultural labourer, born Kirby Cane,

 Norfolk, and his wife Mary, a laundress,

 born in Bergh Apton.

 Sarah's parents were John RUMSBY, born in Shelton, Norfolk, and his wife

 Sophia, born in Lound, Suffolk.

 Sarah first married Henry DURRANT in 1862. There were 2 children

 recorded for this first marriage, namely George Albert DURRANT (1864),

 and Alice Ella DURRANT (1868). Henry DURRANT died in 1879, age 42.

 Emily's parents were Watson CLACK and his wife

 Martha [EKINS] who were married in 1841.

 Both parents were born in Warboys.

 Birth registered as Ann Maria LOYD (1859 GRO).

 Marriage registered as Anne Maria LORD (1884 GRO).

 George's parents were John DYE,

 born in Castle Acre, Norfolk,

 and his wife Sarah [RICHES],

 born in Bergh Apton, who were

 married in 1852.

 In the same quarter that Clara's death was

 registered (2nd qtr 1894), there was a birth

 and death of Edith Clara WILSON in the

 same registration district (Walsingham).

 This is likely to be Clara's last child with

 both mother and baby not surviving.

 Henry's parents were Henry WILSON, born Stoke Holy

 Cross, and his wife Sarah, born in Saxlingham Nethergate,

 thought to be Sarah [DOWSON], married 1864.

 In 1901 , Henry appears with daughters Margaret (11),

 Elizabeth (9), and Emma (8), and a new wife Cissie, 31,

 born Sutton, Norfolk.  I think this person could be

 Sarah [SOUTHGATE] who married a Henry WILSON

 in 1895. There are 2 children of the second marriage

 (in 1901) who are Edward John WILSON (4), and

 Mabel Florence WILSON (1 month), both born in

 Brancaster, Norfolk.

 John's parents were Robert TODD, a boot and shoe maker,

 born in Hellington, near Norwich, Norfolk, and his wife

 Elizabeth [KEELEY], born in Beeston, Norfolk, who were

 married in 1854.

 Frederic's parents were Samuel CRISP and wife

 Mary Ann [ALGAR] or Mary Anne [ALGER]

 (2 differently- spelled entries in the 1861

 marriage entry for this bride in the GRO).

 Samuel's parents were Samuel WARD, agricultural labourer and

 parish clerk of Rockland St Mary, born in Rockland St Mary,

 and wife Emily [FISK] born Claxton, Norfolk,who married in 1861.

Ann Maria LOYD was second

 cousin of William LEGOOD's father Robert,

 both being great grandchildren of Robert LORD

 and Sarah BULLEN (see BULLEN chart (a)).
