In 1861 (after her second

 marriage to John LANE), Charlotte had her

 daughter with her, as well as her son John, and her

 father Henry PYE. The spelling of the surname

 PITCHER(S) is variable in the records.

 Samuel's parents were William BECK ( a gardener) and

 Maria [BEALES] who were married in Buxton in 1825.

 In the 1891 and 1901 censuses, Samuel (now widowed)

 has with him "son" Stacey. The birth in Aylsham of

 Stacey Albert BECK was registered in 1886. The

 parentage of Stacey is not clear - certificate required.

 Sarah's parents were Robert & Maria BARKER.

 Robert was a blacksmith born Deopham, Norfolk.

 Maria was a dressmaker born in Reedham.

 The birth registration, and early censuses, record

 Sarah's name as Sarah E. BARKER, but the GRO

 marriage entry is Sarah Jane BARKER.

 Thomas's parents are thought

 to be John LANE and

 Mary RUMP(E) who were

 married in Buxton in 1791. Martha's parents were probably George and

 Elizabeth SMITH. George was a gardener.

 Rebecca MARGETSON's

 parents were William &

 Mary Ann MARGETSON.

 William was born in

 Little Cressingham; his

 wife was born in Watton.

 James's parents were William & Elizabeth RANDELL.

 William was a carpenter from North Walsham.

 Elizabeth was from Aylsham.

 Sarah's father was Joshua BOON an agricultural

 labourer born in Wymondham, Norfolk. Her mother,

 Rebecca [DADE] BOON, was a dame school mistress

 born in Hethersett. They married in 1846 in Norwich.

 Martha [SMITH] LANE and her daughter

 Mary both died of scarlet fever in 1865.

 In 1891, Frederick was "Keeper of Parish Church and

 caretaker of Parish room" in Torquay, Devon, where

 he was living with his wife and 2 baby daughters.

 After their parents died,

 George and Harriet, both

 unmarried, continued to

 live in Buxton together.

 Mary's parents were Robert FOX,

 a baker, born Horstead, Norfolk,

 and his wife Mary Ann, born in

 Long Stratton, Norfolk, thought

 to be Mary Anne [PERFITT]

 who married Robert in 1847

 (Depwade registration district)

 On December 25th 1885, Stanley Ernest LANE

 was baptised son of of Eliza LANE, single woman,

 in Buxton, Norfolk On census nights in 1891 and

 1901, Stanley was with his grandparents (Thomas

 & Mary LANE). In 1891 he appears as grandson.

 In 1901 he is recorded as son of Thomas.

 Middle name could

 be Levina or Lerina

 or Lavinia.

 Edgar's parents were Thomas SHREEVE, a  miller born in Marsham,

 and his wife Matilda [BARTRAM], born in Buxton.

 Matilda's first husband was George SHREEVE (a miller) whom she married

 in 1849 in Norwich. They had 6 children named George, Thomas, Edward,

 Henry, Agnes and John SHREEVE. Matilda's husband George died in 1859.

 In the 1861 census, Matilda appears as head of household, widow, with her

 6 children, and brother in law Thomas SHREEVE (her first husband's

 younger brother).

 In the 1871 census, Matilda and Thomas are married and there are 2

 further children, Alfred and Edgar SHREEVE. In 1881 there is a further

 child Blanche SHREEVE. I have not yet located Matilda's second marriage

 in the GRO.

 Henry's parents were

 James RACKHAM, carpenter,

 born in Shelton, Norfolk, and

 his wife Caroline [MOWER]

 from Huntingfield, Suffolk.

 They were married in

 1864 (Hoxne reg-district).

 John DIXON's parents

 were William DIXON from

 Southrepps, Norfolk, and

 his wife Mary A. DIXON

 from Trunch
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
